Selection Process: The AAUW Scholarship Committee will rate the applications based on
applicant GPA, letters of recommendation, and essay.

Selected scholarship recipients must show proof of registration for Spring 2019 semester prior to
dissemination of the scholarship. Scholarship recipients are expected to attend the AAUW
scholarship dinner and award presentation in March. Scholarship recipients are expected to join
the AAUW-Guam Branch as a student affiliate, reactive the student AAUW chapter and actively
participate in AAUW events throughout the year.
